The children were very excited
to put them together in their duo tangs and finally bring their entire alphabet book home for keeps. It is a
treasure - so tuck it somewhere safe and when your child gets married or moves away from home you can
give it back to them.

Since we have completed the alphabet the students are having fun working in a variety of centres that help

build their reading and reading readiness skills. They are also drawing and writing about our adventures at
school, at home or other exciting places they have been. Learning to read is a great adventure; it takes

hard work so keep practising sight words an d reading simple words and rhyming words. Celebrate your
child g efforts and successes!

For the month of June we are playing the Yes/No game for Sharing. Please make sure your child has an
item they would like to share, and that it is conducive to answeri ng yes and no questions from the other
children in the class.

Our final theme study is &Beesa. Often we associate wasps, hornets, bumble bees with the honey bee. The
honey bee is quite different and not nearly as harmful or nasty. Honey bees are usually v ery busy looking
for nectar and collecting pollen and of course making honey to bother anyone. We will studying the honey

bee closely and marvel at how intricately God designed these little creatures.

For the rest of this school year, in Bible, we will be learning about some of the parables of Jesus. Jesus
taught with parables - stories to teach about God ¢s kingdom. This week our focus is on The Good Samaritan
(Luke 10:25-37) and A Friend at Midnight (Luke 11:5 -8).
